The scholarships are available to PhD’s, or doctoral candidates engaged in dissertation research, advanced graduate students, and/or other scholars so that the awardee may spend an uninterrupted block of time doing research in the NPM library and other Washington DC libraries on their projects and discussing their work with others. Research can include: any topic supported by the NPM collections including the international collections, for research in the history of the post in the world during any century.
Interested persons, wherever resident, are invited to apply for these scholarships for scholarly research of postage stamps or postal history. The annual scholarship, for a sum up to $1,500, shall be a contribution toward expenses for a visit(s) to Washington DC.  
The Smithsonian National Postal Museum and Washington 2006 World Philatelic Exhibition will offer this scholarship annually for five years. Applications are accepted throughout the year and should include:

· an outline of the subject to be studied and how it relates to the applicant's previous philatelic or postal history research;
· intentions as to publication of the results after completion of the study; 

· an accurate costing of the visits(s), including places and organizations to be visited and collections to research; and,  
· a short curriculum vitae (including personal details, collecting interests, previous publications and philatelic achievements).
In evaluating submissions, the award committee will rely on the following criteria:


· What is the significance for our understanding of the history of postage stamps or the postal system? 

· How original is the argument?

· How imaginative is the use of primary sources (e.g., archival materials, trade and professional journals, or visual imagery)?

· How effectively does it engage existing scholarship?

· How well is the application written?

· How will the museum collections, archives and/or library support the research?
