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Directions to the Museum
From Virginia

· Follow 1-395 north.

· Take the Massachusetts Avenue exit.

· Turn right onto Massachusetts Avenue (going east).

· The National Postal Museum will be on your left, at the corner of 

Massachusetts Avenue and North Capitol Street.

From Maryland (arriving from the east)
· Follow New York Avenue (west) into the city.

· Turn left on First Street, NE.

· Drive about 12 twelve blocks to the National Postal Museum.

· The museum will be on your right, at the corner of Massachusetts 

Avenue and North Capitol Street.

From Maryland (arriving from the west)

· Take the Capitol Beltway.

· Exit on New Hampshire Avenue (south).

· Follow New Hampshire Avenue, which will turn into North Capitol 

Street when you enter the District of Columbia.

· Keep driving South on North Capitol to Massachusetts Avenue. The 

museum will be on your left, at the corner of Massachusetts Avenue 

and North Capitol Street.

From within the District of Columbia

· Take Metro’s Red Line to Union Station.

· Leave through the Massachusetts Avenue exit.

· As you exit the escalator, the National Postal Museum will be to the 

left, directly across First Street.

Limited, on-street parking is available near the museum. 

Parking is also available at Union Station, located next to the National Postal Museum.
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
