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Museum Guidelines

To insure an enjoyable and safe visit, we ask that you impress the necessity of complying with the following guidelines on your students.

1. Students, grades 9 and lower, must be accompanied by an adult at all 

times.

2.  Be considerate of other museum visitors. Running, shouting or playing 

 on the escalators, elevators and in the exhibit areas is not permitted.

3.  Exhibits are for visitors’ visual enjoyment. To preserve them for future 

 generations, we ask that you touch only when invited to do so.

4.  Smoking, eating, gum chewing or playing portable radios is not 

  permitted.

5.  Photography without flash is permitted in most galleries with the 

  exception of the Colonial and Stamp Rarities galleries.

6.  The members of the security force are here to protect the collection and 

for the safety of all visitors and are empowered to enforce these 

guidelines. Please respect their authority.
