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Parking 

Limited, on-street parking is available at designated parking meters. Meters accept quarters only. 

First come, first-served parking is available at the Union Station Parking Garage. Enter the garage at Massachusetts Avenue or H Street, N.E.

CARS may park for 2 hours free at the Union Station Parking Garage with a validated parking ticket. Tickets can be validated with a purchase at any Union Station shop.

Without validation, parking costs $5.00 for 1 hour, $8.00 for 2 hours, $10.00 for 2-16 hours and $12.00 for 16-24 hours.  Contact Allright Parking at (202) 898-1950 for updated information.

SCHOOL AND TOUR BUSES may park at the Union Station Parking Garage on the Main Level (also known as the Bus Deck Level). The fee is $20.00. Report to the parking office to get a parking permit.
Places to Eat

The museum DOES NOT have a dining space available. However, Union Station has 130 shops, restaurants and a large food court. Groups may also bring their lunch and find seating on the lower level of Union Station.
Location
The National Postal Museum is located at 2 Massachusetts Avenue, N.E., Washington, DC, across from Union Station. The museum is easily accessible by Metrorail on the Red Line.

Enter the Historic Lobby at Massachusetts Avenue and First Street. The First Street entrance is wheelchair accessible.  

The museum entrance is located at the midpoint of the Historic Lobby.

Admission, as well as all tours, is free.
