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Self-Guided Group Information

Arrival

Entry into the museum is gained by taking an elevator or escalator down to a lower level. Prepare children to line up and hold the railing of the escalator.

Museum Self-guides

Museum Self-Guides are available for use in the museum. Visitors may explore the galleries in small groups to find answers to questions in the self-guide. Questions and answers will be provided in pre-visit materials mailed to groups with advance reservations.

Interactive Exhibits

Self-guided groups are welcome to use the interactive exhibits throughout the museum. However, groups should be considerate of other visitors.  

*Please limit the use of the museum’s postcard machines if there are more that two visitors waiting in line behind members of your group. Ask children to come prepared with an address and 21 cents for postage.


*Members of large groups are asked to team up with partners when going through the highly interactive “What’s in the Mail for You” exhibit. Plan to spend 30 to 45 minutes in this exhibit.
