Leonard Cole, a bioterrorism expert and author of “The Anthrax Letters: A Medical Detective Story”
The Smithsonian’s National Postal Museum presents a lecture by Leonard Cole in which he will discuss the gravity and complexity of the anthrax attacks that threatened the United States in 2001, as well as the science and mysteries of the letters. In addition, Cole will offer his assessment of the nation’s level of preparedness in the event that a similar crisis arises in the future. 
Cole has conducted extensive research on the subject of the anthrax attacks and is the only person outside of law enforcement who has interviewed all of the survivors of the anthrax attacks; relatives, friends and associates of those who died; and the public health officials, researchers and health care professionals who handled the cases. 
Cole is an adjunct professor of political science at Rutgers University, where he teaches science and public policy. He is an expert on bioterrorism and has written for The New York Times, The Washington Post, Los Angeles Times, Scientific American and The Sciences. He has appeared frequently on network and public television and is a regular on MSNBC. He is the author of six books, most recently “The Eleventh Plague: The Politics of Biological and Chemical Warfare.”
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
