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Smithsonian’s National Postal Museum Receives Donation 
for the William H. Gross Stamp Gallery

It is located at 2 Massachusetts Avenue N.E., Washington, D.C., across from Union Station. The museum is open daily from 10 a.m. to 5:30 p.m., except Dec. 25.
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
